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1.2. Introduction

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1.5. Installation versions?

TM-Editor is a Windows program. That means the use is bound to computers with Microsoft
Windows operating systems (Windows 2000 and later).

The installation of the program corresponds to well-known procedures. The necessary SETUP
program and the installation guide are on the CD-ROM or can be received by downloading them
from the LPLUS homepage.

After successful installation on the non-removable disk of the so-called further data were installed
beside the system files. These are essentially:

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2. TM-Editor Basics

2.1. Organizing question catalogs

If question catalogs are provided with the LPLUS TM-Editor, these catalogs are stored in a file with
the identification (ending) .LTM (LPLUS Test Manager).

Pay attention that each question is only stored once in order to avoid redundant data and problems
with actualizations.

Therefore, in principle all questions should be stored in one file (one catalog). If however several
independent fields of activity are to be administered, these should be stored in their own catalogs.

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2.3. Basic possibilities of creating examinations

The LPLUS-System makes different methods for the examination production possible. The
compilation of the questions appearing in the computer-assisted examination can proceed more or
less dynamically and/or statically:

1 A static examination selection means that the questions are selected manually from the
catalog and all participants of the examination receive the same questions and the same
number of questions.

1 A mixture of static and dynamic selection means that only a certain pre-setting is specified
for the examination selection and the system places a common question selection based
on these defaults for all participants.

1 A completely dynamic selection means that only a certain pre-setting is specified for the
examination selection and the system arranges an individual question selection based on
these defaults for each participant.

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2.4. Topics

2.4.1. Basics

All instructional contents, to which test questions are provided, are probably arranged according to
subject areas. These can be divided into individual subjects. Each subject will consist of several
chapters, lessons or ranges of topics and the chapters again will consist of individual topics. Often
textbooks or curricula already mark the topics, so that these are to be taken over.

The topic overview is to illustrate exactly this hierarchical arrangement in the TM editor.

Before questions are entered, a topic overview should be created. The program needs this among
other things in order to arrange examinations.

The LPLUS-System administers up to five arrangement levels. The formatting of the individual
levels and the numbering is - as far as possible - freely definable.

With the thematic arrangement, an organizational structure is created at the same time. Textbooks
or curricula often already predetermine this. The format - whether with points between the
numbers, prominent zeros or with different letter additives for each level - is left to the author.

The creation of topics is a unique expenditure but naturally, topics can be changed, extended or
shortened at any time. As soon as a question was sketched, it has to be assigned to the
appropriate topic. For a conclusive question administration, it is important that a question be
assigned always to the lowest arrangement level that is present. If a topic is divided into sub-topics,
then no question should be assigned to it.

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2.4.2. Connected questions (Cluster)
In addition, action-oriented questions find their way into computer-assisted examinations. Because
of that, several questions can be assigned to a closed action-field (cluster).

In an examination all questions of a cluster have to appear (usually in given order). The candidates
should recognize as descriptive as possible that certain questions are elements of a cluster.

The LPLUS-System offers the possibility to define an unlimited number of target groups within a
catalog (a classification according to conclusions, subjects or licenses is expedient) and assign
questions to these target groups.

Target groups

In this way the expenditure of setting-up, changing or removing of questions is clearly smaller as if
a question catalog must be provided for each target group. The assignment of questions to a target
group is already settled with two mouse clicks!

At any time the relevant questions for a target group can be extracted over the filter function and
link the selection according to target groups with the selection according to topics (on the basis of a
selection pattern). This allows the search for subsets; for example, how many tasks of the topic x
are assigned to the target group(s) y (2)?

The instrument target group is very efficient and is suitable for different use possibilities.

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2.6. Pattern

An examination can be prepared after a catalog is created and all questions were assigned to
topics and target groups. The compilation of the questions appearing in the computer-assisted
examination can proceed more or less dynamically and/or statically:

A static examination selection means that the questions are selected manually from the catalog
and all participants of the examination receive the same questions and the same number of
guestions. A mixture of static and dynamic selection means that only a certain pre-setting is
specified for the examination selection and the system places a common question selection based
on these defaults for all participants. A completely dynamic selection means that only a certain pre-
setting is specified for the examination selection and the system arranges an individual question
selection based on these defaults for each participant.

The number of questions, which has to be in an examination according to a certain topic, is defined
in a tabular overview (so-called Papers). In addition, specific restrictions can be made which
determine the automatic composition of an examination.

Papers are always connected to target groups. For a target group several papers in one range of
topics can be created.

The definition of papers permits to section an examination in several independent parts and/or
sessions.

The paper contains 210 questions, which are distributed on the subjects Aviation Law and
German. The examination lasts 60 minutes with no additional time.

The check box Ignore Time is set, which means that each JAR-FCL examination will always
contain as many questions as selected.

If the check box Ignore Time is not set, the test program can fill up the number of questions per
individual examination, until the sum of the single operating time corresponds to the intended
examination time (60 minutes). In the examination, it can occur then that the program will offer
more or less than the selected number of questions for a concrete individual examination if
necessary. Justice alone decides over the identical length of the operating time of all examinations.

Template catalogs

Layout templates

Templates are extremely helpful for the fast and uniform organization of questions. In
template catalogs, all standard types of questions should be represented. Thus, the design
expenditure while creating new questions is void largely. The template catalogs contain
one or more standard layouts for each question type but no texts i they are blank. It is
possible to store text in the template catalog but it must be removed for each new question
then.

LPLUS template catalog

With the installation of the program TM-Editor a template catalog is provided. It can be
used for fast question production and be extended if necessary. It is even possible to
provide new own template catalogs.

2.10. File organisation

All catalogs, which are provided with the program TM-Editor, are stored as a file. Pay attention that
the inputs (question texts) are stored directly. That means that all information is stored on the non-
removable disk immediately. No separate saving procedure must be accomplished.

Here it must be noted that not all changes are stored in real-time and thus not all actions
can be cancelled.

2.10.1. The datatree

After the installation, the following data tree is on the non-removable disk (or the non-removable
disk of a server in the local network). If pictures or Multi-Media elements are used, they must be
stored as files in the folder \catalogs development\assign documents.

The program always uses the preset standard folder for the data pool. Under normal conditions,
only one standard folder exists but it is easily possible to change between different data pools.
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2.10.2. Overview Catalogs/Pictures

The program TM-Editor offers its own file management with the Office window. Everybody who is
familiar with the use of the Windows Explorer can do the substantial work also with this function.

Follow the menu File A Overview Catalog/Pictures to get an overview over the existing catalogs.

Note that only the content of the current set data folder is shown in the Overview
Catalog/Pictures.

The current data folder can be seen via File A Data Folder. This option can only be used while no
catalog is open.

The Office window is used for the general file management and data administration. In addition, a
fast overview over the substantial data of your catalogs can be received here.

While TM-Editor is open, the function Catalog/Pictures is usable. A window with two tabs opens:

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3.2.8. Multimedia objects

3.2.8.1. Basics
